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Springdale Joint Use Agreement Grants
In June 2010, with the first release of the Joint Use Agreement Grants, Springdale School District partnered with the City of Springdale to build a track/trail at Jones Elementary School. The City provided the manpower, time and equipment to install the trail and the school district will provide upkeep and maintenance. Before, during, and after school hours students and teachers will use the track. The teachers have organized a running club for students. Students walk before school in the morning. When the bell rings they enter the classrooms with their brains lit up and ready to learn. The city will promote use of the track/trail through community wide activities such as competitions and walk a thons. The master trail plan for the city of Springdale includes the schools, library, hospital and parks. With the success of the first JUA grant project we encouraged other schools to apply for the second round released in August. We are thrilled to announce that Springdale School District was awarded 8 additional JUA Grants for trails at schools and 1 additional JUA Grant for playground renovation. The Director of Parks and Recreation and Director of Public Works have been wonderful to work with and all of the trails are in one stage of construction or another. We believe we have found a very good method to partner with the city to improve the health of our students, faculty, and community members. We are looking forward to having the best track program in the state and to many fun community activities through this wonderful opportunity.
