On October 10, 2010 about 500 Boone County eighth grade students gathered together for a day of prevention activities. High on the priority list was texting/sexting and internet safety. Stephen Svetz with the Arkansas Attorney General’s Office captivated the crowd with his presentation on this subject. Regarding sexting, Sevtz said, “That’s called child pornography and in Arkansas, we take that very seriously.” Students were advised that cyber-bullying is not cool and that they should be careful how much information they put on social networking sites. 
Other prevention presentations included a drug dog presentation, faces of Meth, tobacco prevention and “There’s no such thing as a Perfect Family.” 

Parent packets containing prevention materials were sent home with a form requesting a parent signature that the material was received. From the returned forms a name was drawn to receive a $100 Wal-Mart gift card provided by Boone County Hometown Health’ s Substance Abuse Prevention Committee.
