Linking the school district with local agencies such as the Area Health Education Center (AHEC) and the County Extension Office resulted in two very successful free programs. Programs offered to Harrison School District parents were:  "Active Parenting of Teens" and parenting classes for elementary level students. In addition, a free self-esteem class for children ages 5-12 was held so parents could bring their children and not have to worry about childcare.

Sometimes success is not in dollars and cents or pounds.  One life-changing "success" story occurred during the parenting class.  Until attending the class, a family had been unable to make contact with the proper school officials and did not really know how to approach their child's problem.  As a result of attending the parenting class, assistance was found that possibly saved the child's life.

Harrison School District is one of three Arkansas school districts selected to take part in the Pfizer "Balance It Out: Arkansas" program which encourages and empowers students and families to embrace healthier eating and fitness.  In conjunction with CSH, Harrison School District sponsored a "Wellness Fest" on May 15, 2007 for district staff, students, parents, and the community.  Along with free fruit, veggies, and healthy snacks, attendees could play Wheel of Health and win prizes for correctly answering healthy trivia questions.
