Paragould School District
The success of CSH in the Paragould School District is evident in the program's involvement in many family and community projects, it’s focal-point CSH component.  Since November of 2006, Paragould School District's CSH program has been involved in the Community-Wide Mass Bioterrorism Drill, the Greene County Pandemic Flu Planning Committee, and the Women Run Arkansas program.  More than 200 faculty and staff from Paragould School District received free influenza vaccine during the Bioterrorism drill.  As a result, the CSH program has worked effectively with county officials, the police and fire departments, many community leaders, and the general public.  In addition, the district's CSH committee has 16 members, representing school administration, staff, state agencies, and parents who are committed and dedicated to this program.  Interest in CSH and what it does is growing because the community is seeing CSH in action!

The school district has been successful in acquiring additional grants allowing for more expansion of fitness activities.  These include the Governor's Council on Fitness: Physical Activity Equipment Grant, and the Blue-and-You grants for two years to improve physical fitness.

Paragould is part of the Pfizer "Balance It Out Arkansas" which encourages and empowers students and families in participating districts to embrace healthier eating and fitness.  Paragould School District is one of three CSH site districts selected to participate in this program.  Paragould's kick-off for the program was January 2007.
